Clyde E. Stockholm, 95, of Woodbridge VA, entered the presence of his Lord
and Savior on 

 December 7, 2025. Born in Hallstead, Pennsylvania, to Paul & Vera
Stockholm, Clyde had 4 brothers 

 and 4 sisters: Elmer, Kewpie (Elenor), Earl, Phyillis, Alvin, Charles, Ann and
Janice (who survives him) 

 He was a committed born-again Christian and charter member of Grand Ave
Baptist Church in 

 Fairborn, Ohio. 
 

A retired U.S. Air Force Master Sergeant and Korean War veteran, he served
his nation with 

 distinction and later continued his service as an Air Force civilian electronics
specialist. Clyde also 

 worked as an upholsterer, a craft he first learned at Singer Company, and
became known in his later 

 years for crocheting hundreds of handmade potholders cherished by friends
and church members. 

 In 1971, Clyde served as project lead for the Air Force mission supporting
national media coverage of 

 the solar eclipse along the East Coast. He also played on a championship
U.S. Armed Forces fast-

Clyde was preceded in death after 48 years of marriage by his beloved wife,
Anita Darrow Stockholm, 

 for whom he lovingly served as primary caregiver for 30 years during her
battle with Multiple
